2010 is a big year for German cinema in Shanghai and the festival audience can see more films
from Germany than ever before. German Films is proud to present 15 films in FOCUS
GERMANY, in addition WEDDING FEVER IN CAMPOBELLO can be seen in competition, THE
WHITE RIBBON is in the official program out of competition, 4 German titles are presented in
SPECTRUM, and 3 short films are to be seen in the Student Short Film Competition. 24 Films
altogether!

WEDDING FEVER IN CAMPOBELLO is a charming film which will please the audience. The
director Neele Leana Vollmar will come to Shanghai to present the film to the audience.
WEDDING FEVER IN CAMPOBELLO is her third film, the prestigious cast of the film (Christian
Ulmen, Mina Tander) is highly acclaimed in Germany, where the film has achieved over 1.3
million admissions — which is a huge box office success.

The official program, Out of Competition presents a highly acclaimed film THE WHITE RIBBON
by Michael Haneke. The film not only won the Golden Palm in Cannes 2009, but also received
the European Film Award as well as the German Film Award and numerous other awards
worldwide and was nominated for the Oscar for best foreign film. THE WHITE RIBBON is both
gripping and dark and offers the audience the best actors of Germany.

Furthermore, 15 new German films will be presented in FOCUS GERMANY, almost all of the
directors will attend the festival and meet with the press and the audience to talk about their films.

The opening film will be WHAT YOU DON'T SEE by Wolfgang Fischer. An intriguing film which
puts a spell on the audience. Not everything you see is real and sometimes you don't see what is
really happening...

Alain Gsponer comes with his third feature film MY WORDS, MY LIES — MY LOVE, which has
been at many international festivals and stars Daniel Brihl, one of the leading young stars in
Germany. Also presenting his third feature film is Sven Taddicken with 12 PACES WITHOUT A
HEAD, which stars one of the most popular young actors in Germany, Matthias Schweighofer and
is a humorous story on pirates of the sea and an exciting sound track.

A number of first-time directors who were very successful at international festival are also
participating in Focus Germany: Andreas Arnstedt brings THE DISPENSABLES, which won the
Main Award at the Sao Paulo International Film Festival, Frieder Wittich presents 13 SEMESTER
which attracted a large audience in the German cinemas. Lancelot von Naso is the director of
CEASEFIRE which has won several awards at international festivals, at the Montreal World Film
Festival amongst others. The film is unique as it is the only German film about the war in Iraque.

Dietrich Briiggemann will travel directly to Seattle after the screening of RUN IF YOU CAN (which
premiered in Berlin) and Feo Aladag is very pleased to be in Shanghai with WHEN YOU LEAVE.
Even though it is her first film (she has been an actress so far) she has won the Main Award at
the Tribeca International Film Festival only two months ago and lead actress Sibell Kekili got the
award for best Actress at the German film awards. The film tells the dramatic story of a young
mother who wants to lead her own life but is not allowed to do so.

Michael Dreher attends Shanghai with THE TWO LIFES OF DANIEL SHORE, starring Nicolai
Kinski, son of famous German actor Klaus Kinski.

Further films in the section are BERLIN '36, HANGTIME, IN THE SHADOWS, MEN IN THE CITY,
PHANTOM PAIN and WRITE ME POSTCARDS TO COPACABANA.



German Films also supports the participation of SAME SAME BUT DIFFERENT by Detlef Buck,
which won the Variety Critics’ Award at the Locarno International Film Festival, THE ROBBER by
Benjamin Heisenberg which premiered in competition at the Berlin International Film Festival and
BERGBLUT by Philip J. Pamer. In the student short film competition three films from Germany
can be seen: ONE MAN SHOW by Gregor Erler, REMEMBER HOW TO FLY by Sebastian Mez
and SILENT SEE by Lena Liberté.

This overwhelming number of films shows that German cinema has become really popular in
Shanghai and China.

Unique in this year is the fact a number of films will also been show in the German Pavilion at the
Expo. We are very pleased about the cooperation with Expo.

As usual, we are pleased to invite all the filmmakers and the Chinese film industry
representatives and filmmakers to a reception on Sunday, June 13"™. Right after, at 2.30 pm the
press conference will give the journalists the opportunity to talk to the directors and discuss the
films with them.
